04/09 – Depart for the US to Beijing 

 

04/10 – Arrive in Beijing 

Arrive in Beijing. The group will be picked-up at the airport and then 

will transfer by coach to the hotel for a rest.  In the evening you will 

enjoy a delicious Peking duck dinner. Included meals: D 

 

04/11 – Beijing 

Today you will visit the Great Wall Mutianyu .  One of the fabled 

Seven Wonders of the World, the Great Wall is a massive engineering 

feat begun in the fifth century B.C. to defend the Chinese empire 

against nomads from the north. Not only will you see this magnificent 

part of China’s past—you’ll have the chance to walk on it while 

enjoying views of the wall’s distant ramparts snaking along hills 

disappearing into the misty distance. Our guides will provide a glimpse 

into the fascinating background and history of the Great Wall. You will 

return to Beijing and in the evening there will be an optional Beijing 

Opera Show. Included meals: B, L, D 

 

04/12 – Beijing 

Today you will visit Tiananmen Square, the Forbidden City.  These 

are all located in the center of Beijing.  Tiananmen Square named 

after the Tiananmen which literally means Gate of Heavenly Peace. 

The Forbidden City was the Chinese imperial palace from the Ming 

Dynasty to the end of the Qing Dynasty. It is located in the middle of 

Beijing, China, and now houses the Palace Museum. For almost five 

hundred years, it served as the home of the Emperor and his household, 

as well as the ceremonial and political centre of Chinese government. 

Next you will visit the Summer Palace, which is the largest imperial 

garden in existence in China.  With over 3,000 buildings with a variety 

of palaces, gardens and other classical style architectural structures.

04/13 – Beijing to Xi’an 

Today we will fly to Xi'an. You will first visit the Wild Goose Pagoda 

which is a product of China’s Buddhist past.  Then, our knowledgeable 

local guide will lead you to the Xi’an City Wall — the best preserved 
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city wall still remaining in China. In ancient times, all Chinese cities 

were surrounded by impressive walls that offered protection from 

warlords and invading armies. We will walk along the top of the wide 

wall surrounding Xi’an, one of the most interesting historical relics in 

China. The views of the city from atop the wall are stunning. Tonight 

we dine on a sumptuous dumpling dinner  and enjoy a terrific show.  

The Tang Dynasty Song & Dance Troupe will perform traditional 

Chang’an music and dances that originated in China’s Tang dynasty 

more than a thousand years ago. Included meals: B, L, D 

 

04/14 – Xi’an / Guilin  

In the morning, you will visit what is widely considered one of the 

manmade wonders of the world. Make sure you have your camera with 

you, because today we see the world-famous Terracotta Warriors . 

Life-size infantrymen, archers, military officers and their horses, all 

rendered in exquisite detail, guard the tomb of the first emperor of China. 

After visiting the Terracotta Warriors we will go visit the Grand 

Mosque to learn about the area’s Muslim heritage. Tonight we will fly 

to Guiling. Included meals: B, L 

 

04/15 – Guilin  

Today we will visit Reed Flute Cave, a water-eroded cavern that 

contains a spectacular world of stalactites, stone pillars and rock 

formations.  Also we will see the Hill of Color Rows which are stone 

cliffs blazoned with yellow, white, black, grey and green.  

Included meals:  B, L 

 

04/16 – Guilin to Yangshuo 

Today you will enjoy a cruise on the Li River , with its breathtaking 

scenery and taste of life far removed from China’s bustling 

metropolises. Gorgeous karst limestone peaks offer surprises at each 

bend of the peaceful river. Water buffalo patrol the fields, peasants 

work in the rice paddies, and school kids and fisherman float by on 

bamboo rafts. You will disembark in Yangshuo and visit the 

Yangshuo Market . There will optional countryside tour and 

impression of Guilin show at night. Tonight we return to Guilin. 

Included meals: B, L 

 

04/17 – Guilin / Chongqing  

Fly to Chongqing in the morning. Airport pickup. Today you will have 

a day to spend in Chongqing which contains over 30 million people 

with 43 counties.  We will first visit the zoo and then enjoy a city tour 
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of Chongqing. At night you will transfer to the Cruise Ship.  The ship 

leaves at 22:00. Included meals: B, D 

 

04/18 – Yangtze River 

Yangtze River Cruise – You will cruise along the famous Yangtze 

River and enjoy the splendid views and sites of the mountain sides and 

river valleys.  The Yangtze River which is the 3
rd

 longest river in the 

world acts as a dividing line between north and south China.  This river 

is culturally and histrionically important to China.

Today the cruise ship disembarks at Yichang which is home of the 

Three Georges Dam which is the world’s largest electricity-

generating plant of any kind.

Today there will be a tour of the Zhujiajiao  water town which is 

outside of Shanghai.  Zhujiajiao is a traditional ancient water town with 

more than 1,700 years of history.  The town has a vast water system of 

canals and bridges build during the Ming and Qing dynasties.  In the 

evening an optional Shanghai acrobatics show. Included meals: B, L 

 

04/22 –Shanghai 

Today we will visit the Yu Garden, the Ancient city and also where 

Shanghai originated.  Then you visit the Oriental Pearl TV Tower  

where you can get a bird’s eye view of Shanghai.  Tonight we will have 

our closing dinner.  Included meals: B, L, D 

 

04/23 – Shanghai 

Today you will have a free day in Shanghai to relax.

Transfer to the airport for your departure to the US.
